CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen and states that another classmate at school had sharpened a pencil and put it under knitting so that when he sat down it punctured his right hip, brought to the clinic by his father. He states that the student was expelled.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Noted to a puncture wound to right buttock with pencil lead particles present in superficial wound without palpable foreign body. Remainder exam including extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Within normal limits. Heart: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had 1% Marcaine injected under his thigh. Wound was then irrigated and cleaned, using surgical brush attempted to remove as much as residual left of pencil particles as possible. No palpable or broken lead was detected. No closure was performed. Wound was left open. 
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Puncture wound with broken pencil right hip.

PLAN: The patient was advised to continue with warm soaks at home with Neosporin and antibiotic ointment applied with infection precautions and to be seen in one week for further evaluation and followup with expected healing without residual lead particles found.
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
