The patient presents with history of cough for the past six months and feels like it is being brought out by recurrent exposure to molds at his father’s house, states that he comes home from *__________* but then gets better before going back.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with questionable history of mold exposure.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax with recommendation to follow up with pediatrician if cough persists, additional exploration of the father’s home to verify there is not necessary mold exposure and discuss with pediatrician as needed.
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
