SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Gary described that recently he was treated for COVID and also developed RSV infection. His wife also got COVID. He was in hospital for five days at William Beaumont Hospital and he has been taking his medication. Since he is out he is feeling better. He denies any depression, anxiety or mood swings. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusions. He has been compliant with the milieu. Medications and the treatment risk, benefits and side effects explained. The patient described that he has several number of medical issues. He has moved his case to Henry Ford Hospital. He has been COVID positive, but currently improved. RSV infection, dysautonomia, cervical and lumbothoracic pain.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan. The patient agreed that he has sufficient supply of the medication that is Wellbutrin XL 150 mg daily. Prognosis is guarded.
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
