SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Wendy described that she has been doing good, pleasant and appropriate and sometimes her attention is not great, but she is not taking Ritalin and she claimed that Ritalin she develops jitteriness more. She has been taking her medication and living with her husband. Currently on Abilify 15 mg at bedtime and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. The patient denies any side effects.
