Dear Dr. McLeroy:

Thank you for this referral.

This is a very pleasant 65-year-old female. She comes here for evaluation today. She does not smoke or drink. She denies any allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She complains of extreme weakness, fatigue, and tired all the time. She also reported 30 plus pound weight loss in last six months.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient had gastric bypass in 1999 and she had reconstruction in 2007. She has been anemic off and on for last several years. I saw her in 2017 when she required intravenous iron and her hemoglobin went up to 13.5 and she stopped coming. She also has seen Dr. Mantri who did her bladder lift with mesh, which was done in 2013.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inches tall, weighing 141 pounds, and BMI 22. She said she lost so much weight that she is now wearing size two pants compared to size 10 before. Blood pressure 180/64.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable except for pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.
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Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

Her recent lab hemoglobin 9.9, hematocrit 32.8, MCV 74.5, and RDW 16.7 everything is suggestive of iron deficiency anemia. She also has H. pylori positive in the breath.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron deficiency anemia.

2. Bariatric surgery in the past.

3. Gastritis with H. pylori infection, recent colonoscopy, and endoscopy according to the patient.

4. Weight loss cause unclear.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw the blood, check CBC, CMP, TSH, iron, and ferritin once available we can make further recommendations. She might need intravenous iron, which was scheduled next week after getting preauthorized through her insurance.
