History: Ms. Vyas states her husband went to India. She has a booking to go to India on 01/06/2023. She states after her husband left she went and stayed with her daughter and she came back to her house yesterday where she states she started having problem with high blood pressure and she states she had to restart carvedilol and hydralazine that were prescribed to her. She states that for the past six months she was doing well with no problems and they started all over again. The patient’s blood pressure was good today 120/60. The patient states Dr. Colato has seen her and told her that there is nothing cardiac. There are no problems as far as cardiac standpoint is concerned. The patient has had colonoscopy with Dr. Case. She states she feels her food gets stuck. She has no appetite though she has not lost any much weight. She is advised to get GI workup and an abdominal ultrasound looking for gallstones with symptoms of dyspepsia and dysphagia. She may need an EGD and a referral is again given to GI to that effect. A complete abdominal ultrasound is ordered and I have marked it as stat because the patient seems to be in distress. An EKG was done in the office today because of the patient claiming high blood pressures for at least couple of days. An EKG shows sinus rhythm within normal limits. There is not even tachycardia. The patient states for six months she did good on losartan and then since yesterday when she back from Dallas the problem started again. The patient is going to get GI workup and a complete lab including CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, CK-MB, and then BNP. I will see her in the office in a week or two. She is advised to go to the ER should her condition change. Med list reconciled.
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
