History: Ms. Deme is a 90-year-old white female who has had a TIA. She is on chronic anticoagulation. She has rheumatoid arthritis. The patient was referred to multiple specialists and she has seen several of them. She saw Dr. Wells, the eye doctor, who gave her a shot in the eye and the patient was feeling good. The patient ended up seeing Dr. Wigley, the cardiologist. The patient saw Dr. Pocurull who is giving her Orencia shot to be taken at home. He has increased her methotrexate tablets to three tablets a week and wants to reduce the dose of prednisone. The patient has not had any further problems with TIA. Today, she tells me she wants to see an ENT because at times she gets nosebleed from one nostril and she is referred to CHI St. Joseph ENT. The second problem is the patient has dry skin and basal cell cancer like lesions come on the forehead on both sides and the patient is wanting a referral to the dermatologist and she is referred to Dr. Weaver, dermatology for the skin lesions. The patient’s niece discussed with me that Ms. Deme is having some problems with memory and does not recognize her neighbors in California. I think it is a good idea that we do, do an MMSE test on her and an evoked potential testing to see the extent of her dementia. All the questionnaires as well as the MMSE form will be presented to the patient tomorrow. The niece understands the plan of treatment. She will be seen for evoked potential testing.
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
