History: Mr. Dalal had faxed me some labs that I had ordered a while back and I looked at the results and the results reveal the patient is anemic with hemoglobin of 10 he being a man and his iron is low and iron-binding capacity is high. His ferritin levels are extremely low. His transferrin level is high. I called and talked to the patient, he denies any history of GI bleeding through the rectum or by vomit. He states he feels good. He is totally asymptomatic. I told him we definitely need to find out the cause of low iron because of significantly low and in men we do not see this all the time. The patient states he understands that. I told him he should see a gastroenterologist for same, maybe a hematologist also. The patient then stated that they are going to New York starting Monday to see their granddaughter and take care of the grandbaby with their son and daughter-in-law and they will be back in 10 days and then see Dr. ______ for whom his wife works and he states he will go to the emergency room should there be a change in his condition, but he is fine with no chest pain. No shortness of breath. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. The patient understood the depth of the abnormal lab results, which he has to do them again in a month and then we will see what else he wants us to do or how he wants us to proceed.
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
