RIVERA, GREGORIO
This is a 90-year-old gentleman who has been admitted to hospice with Parkinson’s disease.

The patient’s daughter is his caretaker. The daughter states that Mr. Rivera has become obtunded. His speech is garbled. He is no longer understandable. He has been wheelchair bound for years. Now, he is becoming bedbound. He has lost about 7 pounds in the past month. His appetite is decreasing. He has been diagnosed with protein-calorie malnutrition. He has a KPS score of 40%. He also suffers from gait abnormality, dementia, chronic pain and hypertension.
His Parkinsonism was diagnosed a few years ago and he has been on numerous medications to control his symptoms, but he has been unsuccessful. 

Current medications are used to control his behavior issue and to increase his appetite. He has lost weight in his legs and has severe temporal wasting.
Given the patient’s current change in his condition associated with Parkinsonism as well as dementia, hypertension, behavioral issue, weight loss, total ADL dependency – now bedbound with bowel and bladder incontinence, the patient remains very much hospice appropriate at this time and expected to live less than six months.
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
