FERGUSON, OTIS
This is a 70-year-old gentleman who has been recertified on hospice with endstage dementia. The patient also suffers from alcoholic liver disease, ascites, protein-calorie malnutrition, and lives with his wife and his family member who are his caretakers.
The patient has had issues with restlessness, anxiety, and pain. 

The patient requires around-the-clock medication for his behavior and his pain issues. 

The patient has lost weight even though the current weight is not accurate because of the amount of ascites. The patient has not been eating well and is suffering from protein-calorie malnutrition as well as low albumin.

Other comorbidities include hypertension, seizure disorder, COPD, anxiety, agitation, sundowner syndrome, alcoholic liver disease with associated ammonia levels.
As I mentioned, he has lost 5.5 pounds since last certification. The patient is total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient remains hospice appropriate and will be certified at this time.
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
