PECK, MOLLY
This is an 82-year-old woman who has been recertified on hospice with endstage Parkinsonism.
The patient is an 82-year-old woman with long-standing Parkinsonism. The patient has demonstrated severe weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependency, increased confusion, mild edema secondary to low albumin as well as difficulty with gait.
The patient is at high risk and is now chair-bound. The patient is total ADL dependent and is bowel and bladder incontinent as I mentioned. She suffers from orthostatic hypotension related to autonomic nerve dysfunction related to her Parkinsonism which makes her quite dizzy. 
The patient’s medications have been streamlined to help with her symptomatology and dizziness. Ms. Peck currently has a KPS score of 40% and remains hospice appropriate.
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
