The patient is seen with history of cough, sore throat, congestion, and shortness of breath for the past several days, doing better with home nebulizer x2; out of medications.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of bronchitis.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Decreased smoking from three to one pack per day in the past 22 days.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection with asthmatic bronchitis and nicotine dependency.

PLAN: The patient is given injection for Rocephin and dexamethasone and also prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with an albuterol handheld nebulizer and albuterol 2.5 mg ampules for home nebulizer. Advised to continue to reduce nicotine intake. Follow up as needed.
