The patient presents with history of feeling bad for the past week, with nausea in the morning. She states that she is a week late on her menstrual period and admits to having sexual intercourse, but with a history of some irregularity with periods.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient appears in moderate to mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft with tenderness to right upper quadrant and increased to right and left suprapubic area without guarding or rigidity. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychological: Within normal limits.

The patient had UA, pregnancy test and to have urine cultured.

IMPRESSION: Abdominal pain, with history of syncope type feelings and amenorrhea.
PLAN: The patient was advised to go to the emergency room for further evaluation including ultrasound and CAT scan to rule out intraabdominal pathology.
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
