The patient with history of cough, sore throat for the past few days and feeling bad.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient appears to be in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychological: Within normal limits.
Strep screen obtained which was negative for strep.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax with over-the-counter acetaminophen and NSAIDs along with followup in a few days if not getting better. The patient has already had flu recently, so additional evaluation not done today.
