The patient is seen today brought by mother and sibling with history of cough and congestion with questionable ear pain for the past few days. She states that she is out of her nebulizer at home that she takes with history of mild asthma.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a past history of chromosomal disorder with seizures with mental retardation.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had lab work done with no abnormality.
DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis with history of asthma.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax with refill of albuterol handheld nebulizer and albuterol ampules for nebulizer to take as needed at home with respiratory precautions and continued care per mother and remainder of family.
