Dear Dr. Cruz:

Thank you for referring Mr. Mohammad Eladis for Infectious Disease Evaluation of hepatitis C.

As you know, the patient is a 58-year-old male with history of chronic hepatitis C referred for Infectious Disease evaluation for definitive treatment.

At this time, the patient has no complaints and no physical findings consistent with cirrhosis. He has mildly elevated liver function tests. No other complaints at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for asthma and BPH.

MEDICATIONS: Fluticasone, albuterol, and tamsulosin.

ALLERGIES: No allergies to medications.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not drink, smoke or use intravenous drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL:

VITAL SIGNS: BP 120/70. Pulse 76. Respiratory rate 18.

HEENT: Head is normal. Eyes normal. Ears normal. Nose normal. Throat normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.
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ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No masses. No guarding. No rebound. Liver edge not palpable. No masses.
RECTAL: Normal external male genitalia.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.
LABORATORY: Labs revealed hepatitis C RNA 87,600 copies, platelets 95,000, hemoglobin A1c 5.6, hepatitis C genotype for hepatitis, C FibroSURE F1-F2.

IMPRESSION: Chronic hepatitis C genotype IV with fibrosis score F1-F2.

PLAN: Start Epclusa 400 mg/100 mg one p.o. daily for 12 weeks. Epclusa is a pan genotypic antiviral with excellent efficacy for hepatitis C. The patient has been advised he will need monthly blood work and will need to continue the medication with a complete course in order to obtain sustained virological response. The patient agrees not to drink and will come for followup blood work on a regular basis. Upon completion of therapy, report will be sent to you. The patient will follow up with you.
