Dear Dr. Haikal:

Thank you for referring Mr. Adel M. Ayyad for Infectious Disease Evaluation chronic hepatitis B.

As you know, the patient suffers from seronegative rheumatoid arthritis and had been on long-term immunosuppressive therapy. Currently, the patient is off Enbrel, taking Celebrex for symptomatic relief. The patient wishes to continue antiviral therapy for control of hepatitis B. However, he would like to explore other options since he has had some possible side effects with Tenofovir.

In order to do this, we will obtain hepatitis viral DNA and genotype which will provide some relevant information useful for determining which agents may be beneficial. The patient has been instructed to have blood work done and will return for followup shortly. The patient has been prescribed ondansetron 4 mg every 12 hours p.r.n. for nausea and vomiting. Also, he has been given instructions to get his COVID booster as well as his flu vaccine and pneumococcal vaccine.

The patient will follow up for initiation therapy in a short interval. Results will be forwarded to your attention.
