Laureen Fidge was seen for followup of hypothyroidism.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES: Graves’ disease, treated with methimazole.

On this visit, she felt well without shakes or tremors.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

She smokes one pack of cigarettes per day.

On examination, blood pressure 142/58, weight 190 pounds, and BMI is 35. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear.

Recent thyroid function test: free T4 0.65 and TSH 1.45, both in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hyperthyroidism secondary to Graves’ disease, well controlled on methimazole. She also has type II diabetes, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Followup in three months.
