FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
This 70-year-old woman is seen today for face-to-face evaluation regarding her hepatitis C, protein calorie malnutrition, chronic pain, end-stage systemic lupus erythematosus, vitamin D deficiency, generalized weakness and renal insufficiency related to systemic lupus erythematosus.

Since the last visit the patient has lost five pounds. She is quite weaker. The patient is going to see a specialist to see if there is anything else that can be done for her hepatitis C and at one time she was told there is no other treatments available, but with the new changes in hepatitis C treatment she wants to make sure there is nothing that can be done because she knows the hepatitis C is killing her and that she is why she is on palliative care/hospice care. Her KPS score is 40%. She requires significant assistance with ADLs and suffers from generalized weakness. Other comorbidities include hypertension, DJD, history of myocardial infarction, neuropathy related to hepatitis C which requires pain medication on a p.r.n basis which has been increased to every six hours at this time. The patient continues to remain hospice appropriate.
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
