FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
Ms. Ban is 40-year-old woman with history of stroke and is being seen today for face-to-face evaluation. The patient is on hospice care regarding end-stage stroke, recurrent TIAs, and psychiatric issues. The patient recently had a bout of urinary tract infection. The patient has had weight loss and difficulty eating, decreased appetite and requires help with ADLs. She has her own personal caregiver that the family had assigned and pay for patient to get the care that she needs because without help the patient is basically chair bound. The patient needs assistance with toileting. Despite the amount of care needed the patient has lost weight and has had episodes of TIA with worsening speech pattern and weakness on the right side as well as the dense paralysis that is present on the left side.

The patient continues to decline given her end-stage hospice diagnosis. KPS score of 40% noted. The patient has urinary tract infection that has been treated and we have to recheck urine to make sure there is no evidence of recurrence.
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
