The patient continues to lose weight. Her appetite continues to be a problem. The patient has a history of both end-stage ovarian cancer and breast cancer status post mastectomy, renal insufficiency, chronic pain, anxiety, renal insufficiency and desperate need of provider services which social worker is working on at this time.

Since the last visit the patient has had significant weight loss of five pounds. Continues with neuropathy, anxiety and pain control has been an issue.

The patient’s p.r.n pain medication is doing a good job at this time and no further increase at the current dose and no further increase in medication either. Overall prognosis is poor given the patient’s advanced diagnosis.
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
