This 66-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of end-stage CHF, COPD, history of tobacco abuse, and history of stroke. The patient continues to be weak, confused, garbled speech, short of breath, severe cardiac cachexia and appetite is minimal. She has lost about seven pounds and continues to have edema of the lower extremity and right-sided weakness related to her previous stroke. The patient continues to decline as far as her heart failure is concerned with increased shortness of breath. She is having hard time walking especially with her weakness, short of breath at rest and requires help with ADL. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has lost weight although does not appear so because she does have lots of edema on board. She does need help with ADL and toileting. At this time she requires nebulizer treatment around the clock. The patient is very fragile, confused and continues to require hospice care at home.
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
