HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

3. If he develops fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, headache or any other symptoms, they will call me.

4. No antibiotic needed.

5. No workup for strep or flu needed.
