ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Right lower leg cellulitis. There is nothing to drain. 

2. Rocephin 1 g now.

3. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.

4. Come back in three days.

5. Let me know if he develops fever, chills, or any other symptoms.
