CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with a history of cough for the past week. Today, he was sent home from school after an episode of vomiting and diarrhea with complaints of abdominal pain and worse in the right lower quadrant.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs:  Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Complaints of diffuse tenderness without guarding or rigidity with increase in right lower quadrant with some guarding. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with abdominal pain, uncertain etiology. Possible appendicitis because of right lower quadrant pain. Mother was advised to take the child to the emergency room for further evaluation with possible CAT scan and for additional treatment.
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
