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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 62-year-old Hispanic male that is an end-stage renal disease patient that has atrial fibrillation that has to be anticoagulated and we were having a difficult time maintaining the Permcath patent. The patient used to be on Xarelto. The medication was stopped and we switched him to Coumadin and we have been able to maintain the catheter open. The patient was dialyzed properly and as information note, the patient was pretty close to be transplanted; however, the kidney was suboptimal and they decided to wait for a suitable kidney. The patient has a history of Stevens-Johnson syndrome and we have to be very careful because he is allergic to multiple medications and the manifestation is sloughing off of the skin. The patient has been asymptomatic and he is very stable at this time.

2. He has a history of diabetes mellitus that seems to be under control.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. Gout that is also under control.

5. He is overweight. Our recommendation is for him to be under 200 pounds. He has been decreasing the body weight from 230 to 217 pounds and he had to continue losing weight in order to improve the prognosis. He has been compliant with the medications.

6. He has secondary hyperparathyroidism that is under control and he has hyperphosphatemia that is under control. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
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
