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Gary Gillow returns to the office for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.2 mg, six days per week, vitamin D, and aspirin.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to thyroid.

General review is essentially unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/72, weight 196 pounds, and BMI is 28. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab studies: TSH 0.68, normal.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, well compensated with his current dosage of thyroid hormone.

I recommend no further intervention and routine followup visit in one year.
