Dear Dr. Moon:
This is a followup for Mr. Ward who has ANCA positive vasculitis and advanced renal failure. Prior immunosuppressive treatment 2018 and 2021.  Last visit in October 2022.  Foaminess of the urine but no blood.  Some nocturia but no gross incontinence.  Stable weight.  Eats well.  No vomiting or dysphagia. No diarrhea or bleeding.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation, or syncope.  Minimal dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND. No skin rash.  Review of systems negative.
Medications:  Medications list reviewed.  Noticed amiodarone and Eliquis.  Bactrim to be discontinued by the end of this month.  We keep it because of the Rituxan to prevent pneumonia.  He takes no blood pressure medications.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 122/58.  No localized rales or wheezes.  No gross respiratory distress.  Weight 167 pounds.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema.  Decreased hearing but normal speech.  No neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries in December.  Creatinine of 2.4 from a peak level 2.8 and GFR 26 stage IV.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Normal acid base.  Normal albumin.  Minor decreased calcium.  Normal phosphorus.  Mild anemia 13.1.  Positive anti-myeloperoxidase at a titer of 1.4 which is now baseline for him.  At the time of prior exacerbation he was more than 8 in 2018 and 6.2 in 2021.
Assessment and Plan:

1. CKD stage IV.
2. ANCA positive vasculitis.
3. Last immunosuppressant Rituxan steroids within the last 6 to 9 months.
4. Anemia. No EPO treatment needed.  No external bleeding.
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5. Blood pressure, presently normal without medication.
6. Anticoagulation, antiarrhythmics, and atrial fibrillation.
7. Continue chemistries in a regular basis.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
