History: Ms. Rios was seen today. I had seen her for conjunctivitis of the right eye. By the time, she got to see the eye doctor, her conjunctivitis was resolved. Her exam in the eye was normal with no retina problems. She is diabetic. Her med list reconciled. She wanted refill of her medicines. She had forgotten to show me something and husband reminded her to show me her left leg. I made the patient undress or pull down her pants properly so I could examine both the legs and she states for past week or so she has noticed petechiae like lesions on the left leg extending in a line from the left thigh to the left foot. There does not seem to be any bug bite. She states she had some problem on her left arm too, but on the left arm was little less scattered than what she is having on the left leg. As there is no bite, there is no itching, there is nothing else and the lesions are scattered, I think I want to be sure that her platelet count is good. We did go over the med list. She is not on any nonsteroidal antiinflammatory or aspirin or Advil. So, I told her we have to do the blood tests and, depending on that, she will need further treatment, so she and her husband both are going to come to see me next Thursday after the respective labs. The patient may need an appointment with Cancer Clinic if her platelets are low.
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
