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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
Dear Dr. McKinney & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Michelle Simmons for neurological electrodiagnostic testing.

She was seen for examination and she completed her testing on November 12, 2022.

She returned today for followup and review of her findings.

As you know, examination of her right wrist showed a positive Phalen’s maneuver with a negative Tinel sign.

She presents with a subjective hypoesthesia of the right thumb, index and middle fingertips. Hypoesthesia radiating into the lateral dorsum of the right hand and the dorsolateral of the forearm.

Right upper extremity motor and sensory nerve conduction studies with spinal evoked F-wave response testing and concentric bipolar needle examination were done on the right hand, arm and upper extremity including the cervical spine.

Those studies showed normal nerve conduction testing and F-wave responses.

The needle EMG was abnormal showing neuromuscular irritability in a upper cervical distribution and her findings of subacute denervation in the C7-C8 radicular distribution.

Today, she reports that she is having increasing problems with neck pain on the right.

In consideration of this history, we are recommending that she complete cervical MR imaging for diagnostic evaluation in consideration of a persistent cervical radiculopathy due to degenerative disease.
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I will schedule her for followup in continuity of care under her private insurance as she moves forward.

I will send a followup report if I see her again.
