CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of burning sensation in the mouth during eating.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has soreness in mouth and tongue and pain is burning sensation upon chewing food; however, there is no problem swallowing food and there is no fever or chills and no exposure to any infections or allergies.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear discharge, severe cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors and there are no rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals faint ulcers on the side of the tongue especially on the right side without any active bleeding and there is no tonsillar enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
There are no skin rashes.
