FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
This is an 81-year-old woman who has been on hospice with congestive heart failure, EF of less than 25%, history of diabetes, diabetic neuropathy. The patient is now totally bedbound and has developed a sacral stage II ulcer because of incontinence. The patient’s blood sugar continues to be out of control both because of stress of the sacral decubitus as well as her CHF and end-stage cardiomyopathy.

The patient has lost weight. She is eating very little, is bedbound, as I mentioned protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependent, and incontinence. KPS score of 30% now as opposed to 40% previously. She is now more confused and continues to decline. The patient’s insulin has been increased from 40 units twice a day to 50 units, but that has caused hypoglycemia. For this reason, the patient is kept at the current dose of her insulin and still suffers from increased blood sugars. The patient is expected to die within six months and remains hospice appropriate under diagnosis of CHF with new findings of sacral decubitus ulcer, weight loss and increased confusion.
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
