CHIEF COMPLAINT: Wheezing.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 65-year-old gentleman with history of asthma/COPD, reactive airway disease who was separating his dogs when they got into a fight in the backyard the other night and he found himself “wheezing to death” as he puts it.
He had no chest pain or shortness of breath. He never has any chest pain. No cardiac issues. He has had stress test regularly when he was working for Shell Oil Company.
He has never seen a pulmonologist. He has extensive history of tobacco abuse as a young man and he has been using his inhaler more often at this time.

The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. Because of that, he has had blood pressure and diabetes gotten better.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left shoulder, left ankle, left elbow, right and left knee and has had abdominal wall surgery for hernia repair.

MEDICATIONS: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Stroke and myocardial infarction. Mother and father died of a plane crash. Another brother at age 57 had a heart attack.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Today, the patient is alert and awake. He is not using inhaler. He is not short of breath.
VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 243 pounds, no change from a year ago. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 74. Blood pressure 153/85.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. There is a ganglionic cyst present over the left wrist anterior aspect.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Issues with wheezing.

2. History of tobacco abuse.

3. He needs pulmonary function test, chest x-ray/chest CT.

4. Referred to pulmonary.

5. He has had stress test in the past with no evidence of angina and no history of angina. I suspect this is more lungs related.

6. Resume Singulair.

7. Resume Nexium because they both can affect his breathing.

8. We will have pulmonologist see him.

9. Left ganglionic cyst. Referred to ortho for removal.

10. Come back and see me in about three months for follow up.
