PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, and well developed. She interacts well with me. She seems very pleasant and does not appear to be in any distress. She is smiling.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/61, pulse 111, respirations 16, temperature 99.1, and oxygenation *______* % on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema, totally normal. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits as well. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

LABS: Today, include a flu test, which was negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough. Histex PD 1 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough, 30 mL.
