HISTORY: This is a 47-year-old female here with left eye discharge, redness and pain.

The patient states this has been going on for approximately three days. She denies trauma. She states this started small, but came in today because of increased pain and increased discharge. She stated she wake up with her lids matted together by green discharge and noticed some discomfort in her eyes. She described discomfort ______. It is rated 2/10, worse with nothing.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 107/75.

HEENT: Left Eye: Erythematous conjunctiva and green discharge. Visual Acuity: 20/20 left eye, 20/70 right eye and 20/20 both eyes (the patient declines contact lens use). EOM full range of motion with no discomfort. Peripheral vision is normal. Conjunctiva is injected with green discharge.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute conjunctivitis, left eye.

2. Left eye pain.

PLAN: In the clinic today, we did a visual acuity which reads as follows: Left eye 20/20, right eye 20/70, and both eyes 20/20.
The patient will be sent home with the following medications: Gentamicin 0.3% drops. Mother will give two drops t.i.d. for 10 days, dispensed 10 mL.
