PLAN: Urine drug screen was done in the clinic today. Urine drug screen was normal.

PMP AWARxE was reviewed. Data from PMP AWARxE does not support drug-seeking behavior or medication diversion.

The patient’s medications were refilled as follows.

1. Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film, she will take one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days #60.

2. Venlafaxine 150 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30.

Please note that the patient also states that she has a fungal rash which she has had in the past and it has returned and was requesting some medication for it. She states she wants to take a pill at this time. She was given Diflucan 150 mg. She will take one p.o. daily for seven days #7.
