HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 82-year-old Caucasian female seen today on rounds. She is hemodynamically and clinically stable. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes, shortness of breath, or bleeding. There are no acute concerns from the bedside nurse at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Type II diabetes, anxiety, CVA, hyperlipidemia, and neuropathy.

ALLERGIES: XANAX and XYLOCAINE.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Aspirin, atorvastatin, cefuroxime, cilostazol, clopidogrel, duloxetine, estrogen, insulin glargine, lorazepam, losartan, Novolin R, and cyanocobalamin.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 135/76, temperature 97.3, heart rate 68, respirations 18, blood sugar 212, and oxygen saturation 97% on room air. Grossly unchanged.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post left metatarsal amputation. Continue current medications and continue wound care. Continue physical therapy and fall precautions.

2. Hyperlipidemia. Continue current medications.

3. Type II diabetes. Continue to monitor and treat with diet and medications.

4. Anxiety. Continue current medications.

5. History of CVA. Continue current medications and assistance with ADLs.
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
