HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Stroupe is an 80-year-old Caucasian female seen today on rounds. She is hemodynamically and clinically stable. The patient is a poor historian and is noted to be confused and forgetful at times. There has been no endorsement of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, abdominal pain, chest pain, vision changes, hearing changes, or bleeding. There are no acute concerns from the bedside nurse at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Cellulitis of right lower limb, atherosclerotic heart disease, atrial fibrillation, hyperlipidemia, obesity, hypothyroidism, Alzheimer’s dementia, overactive bladder, essential hypertension, osteoarthritis, gastroesophageal reflux, constipation, history of falling, major depressive disorder, generalized muscle weakness, and urinary tract infection.

ALLERGIES: CLONIDINE, CARDURA, LOTREL, NORVASC, PHENERGAN, and PNEUMOVAX.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Acetaminophen, ascorbic acid, atorvastatin, biotin, bisacodyl, calcium, vitamin D, docusate, donepezil, Eliquis, furosemide, levothyroxine, losartan, amantadine, metoprolol, milk of magnesia, mometasone furoate cream, omeprazole, Oxybutynin, polyethylene glycol, and venlafaxine.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/76, temperature 98.6, heart rate 70, respirations 18, blood sugar 132, and oxygen saturation 98% on room air. Grossly unchanged.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right lower limb cellulitis. Continue current medications.

2. Alzheimer’s dementia. Continue current medications and assistance with ADLs.

3. Hyperlipidemia. Continue current medications.
4. Atrial fibrillation. Continue current medications.

5. Hypothyroidism. Continue current medications.

6. Hypertension. Continue current medications.

7. Esophageal reflux. Continue current medications.

8. Overactive bladder. Continue current medications.

9. Depression. Continue current medications.
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
