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DOB:  
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2010, in Iraq, the patient was deployed in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was knelt down.  As he was standing up, he hit the top of the head.  The patient tells me that he heard popping sound.  The patient hurt the top of the head very traumatically.  It was very loud sound.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient had loss of consciousness for few minutes.  The patient was lying on the ground.  The patient had nausea and vomiting when he wakeup.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient has significant eye pain.

The patient also tells me that during his deployment, the patient was exposed to machine guns, motor, and small arm fires.  The patient tells me that head injury in Iraq in 2010 happened while he was inside of cab.
Since the incidents, the patient tells me that he has significant headaches.  He has frequent headaches.  The patient has frequent blurry vision.  The headaches causing him pressure in the back of his left eye.  The blurred vision also lasting few seconds up to a minute.  It happens almost everyday basis.  The patient also has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity. The patient has also short-term memory deficits.  The patient is irritated a lot.  The patient also has frequent head pain.
The patient is currently a Police Officer.  The patient tells me the headache is getting him distracted.  He tells me that the headache is affecting his concentration.  He is not able to do his job very well.  The patient tells me he has been living in dark room.  The patient has blurred vision.  There are times that he is not able to concentrate at work.  It is causing him to have time off.

It is my opinion that, the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2010 in Iraq, the patient hit the top of the head very severely.  The patient as he was standing up from kneel down position, the patient stood up and hit the top of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He fell to the ground for few minutes.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had lightheadedness.  The patient has nausea and vomiting symptoms.

The patient has eye pain.  As soon as the incident happened, the patient had significant headache on almost on a daily basis, mostly on the left, has blurred vision.  The patient has light sensitivity, sound sensitivity and short-term memory deficits.  It is my opinion that the frequent headaches, blurred vision, memory deficits, light sensitivity, sound sensitivity, and severe headaches, are all common signs and symptoms with traumatic brain injury.
