This is a followup visit for Ms. Story with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and rheumatoid arthritis.  She was seen in consultation on June 14, 2022.  She is put on three pounds over the last six months but has been feeling relatively stable.  No current nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No cough, wheezing or sputum production.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No incontinence and no nocturia.  No edema.  No rashes.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from her previous visit.
Physical History:  Weight 255 pounds, pulse 76, oxygen saturation is 97% on room air, blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff is 132/80.  Neck is supple. There is no lymphadenopathy.  No jugular venous distention.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
