Dear Dr. Mohan:

This is a followup for Mr. Dalrymple with chronic kidney disease, Alport’s disease, and hypertension comes accompanied with son.  Last visit in June.  Denies hospital admission.  Kerendia discontinued because of potassium and started on Farxiga.  Denies hospital admission.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No incontinence, cloudiness or blood.  Some frequency and urgency.  No gross edema, ulcers, or claudication symptoms.  Trying to do low salt.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Denies increase of dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Sleep apnea, but not using the CPAP machine.  Walks the dog regularly without associated symptoms.

Medications:  List reviewed.  As indicated above off the Kerendia.  On Farxiga.  Otherwise lisinopril and Lasix.

Physical Exam:  Today blood pressure 130/80.  No respiratory distress. Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No gross edema.  No gross focal motor deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.6, which appears to be baseline.  No gross anemia and normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Present GFR 42 stage III.  Normal TSH, B12, folic acid and A1c at 6.  Low ferritin 65 although saturation is normal 34%.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, no progression.  No symptoms.

2. Hereditary nephritis Alport’s disease.

3. Proteinuria, no nephrotic range.

4. Blood pressure well controlled.

5. History of laryngeal carcinoma status post radiation.  I am not aware of recurrence or activity.

6. Presently no gross anemia.  Electrolyte, acid base and nutrition normal.  Tolerating Farxiga.  He is aware of side effects.  Discussed all issues with the patient and son Scott.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
