Dear Mr. Johns:

This is a followup for Mr. Huner with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  No hospital visit.  Follows through the VA in Claire.  Weight is stable around 237 pounds.  No changes in appetite.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  No cloudiness or blood.  No claudication symptoms.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight treatment for cholesterol, triglycerides and diabetes including insulin Lantus.  The only blood pressure losartan.

Physical Exam:  Today blood pressure 138/72 on the left sided.  Weight 237 pounds.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x3.  For the most part respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  Isolated premature beats.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness or masses.  No major edema.  No neurological problems.  Prior bypass surgery.

Labs:  Chemistries in June creatinine 1.9.  Blood test from the VA is not available.  Prior GFR 35 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorous and anemia of 12.8.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB clinically stable.  We will see what the blood test recently done at the VA shows.

2. Question diabetic nephropathy.

3. Hypertensive nephrosclerosis.

4. Prior four-vessel coronary artery disease bypass including renal failure, cardiogenic shock, low ejection fraction, ventricular fibrillation and ventricular assist device.  All issues improved.  Did not require a pacemaker defibrillator.

5. Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.

6. We will see what the chemistry shows for potassium, electrolyte, acid base, calcium, phosphorous, nutrition and hemoglobin and we will do advise according to results.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
