CC: Quarterly note.
HPI: An 87-year-old seen in room. She was seated quietly watching television. The patient is pleasant and cooperative. She stated that she feels good. Her sleep and appetite are good. Denies any untreated pain. She comes up for activities in all meals in the dining room. The patient is independent and interactive. She is able to ask for help when she needs it. She has had no falls or acute medical events this quarter.
DIAGNOSES: MCI stable, HTN, HLD, depression, insomnia and left eye visual loss.
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 25 mg a.m. and 5 PM, Zetia 10 mg q.d., losartan 100 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.a.m., trazodone 50 mg h.s., and D3 1000 IUs q.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular with thin liquids.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-groomed pleasant female seated quietly in room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/88, pulse 92, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight 146 pounds. Weight gain of four pounds in five months.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung feels. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
NEUROLOGIC: She is alert and oriented times 3. Clear coherence speech. She can make her needs known. Social participating in activities on the unit and coming out for all meals. Affect congruent with what she is saying.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently, steady, and upright. No LEE. Limbs movement in a normal ROM.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. HTN. Review BP and HR WNL. No change in medications.

2. HLD. Recent FLP shows good control with current statin. No change.

3. Insomnia. Trazodone is effective for sleep.
