CC: Congestion.

HPI: A 71-year-old seen in room. He states he thinks he has a sinus infection coming on. He feels pressure in his sinuses. He is having difficulty blowing his nose. He is not expectorating or coughing at all. He denies a sense of fever or chills. He has had a decreased appetite secondary to the congestion. He has eaten and is staying hydrated. He is sleeping okay. He is having difficulty breathing at night. 
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, HTN, glaucoma and alcoholism in remission.

MEDICATIONS: Lexapro 10 mg q.d., Zetia 10 mg q.d., Flonase nasal spray which is used without benefit today and yesterday, Imdur 60 mg q.d., Namenda 10 mg q.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., Protonix 40 mg q.d., D3 2000 IUs q.d. 
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Gentleman sitting quietly in room, able to voice his needs.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 151/91, pulse 73, temperature 98.3, respirations 17, O2 sat 96% and weight 209 pounds.

HEENT: Frontal and maxillary sinus tenderness to percussion. He sounds congested. He has a nasal twang. No cough.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R. or G.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x2. He has to reference for date and time. Some short and long-term memory deficits, but speech is clear and voices his needs.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Possible sinus infection. Z-PAK take as directed. Mucinex 600 mg b.i.d. x 5 days, then q.d. p.r.n. Normal saline nasal spray that he can keep at bedside to use as needed.
