DIAGNOSES: DDD lumbar region, lumbar radiculopathy, polyarthritis, depression, HLD, hypothyroid, and CKD.

MEDICATIONS: Going forward: Norco 7.5 mg one-half tablet q.a.m. and h.s., and additional q.d. p.r.n., Norvasc 2.5 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., hydralazine 10 mg q.d., lidocaine patch lumbar area q.a.m. and off h.s., Mag-Ox q.d., pravastatin 10 mg h.s., Lyrica 75 mg b.i.d., Cymbalta 30 mg q.d., levothyroxine 125 mcg q.d., vitamin C q.d., Os-Cal 1500 mg q.d., diclofenac 50 mg b.i.d., and Omega-3 b.i.d. 
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly in wheelchair and did not appear uncomfortable.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/92, pulse 80, temperature 96.4, and respirations 16.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort in rate. Lung fields clear without cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in her manual wheelchair. She propels it around her room. Otherwise, she wants to be transported. No LEE. 

NEURO: Orientation x 2, can reference or date and time. She is generally quiet, will briefly voice her needs. She has clear short-term memory deficits.
