CC: Medication change.

HPI: A 97-year-old whose daughter/POA Robbie – I spoke with last week regarding hospice  – she requested an order for Legacy Hospice to speak with her and decided on them as their hospice. I was contacted by Legacy regarding the patient. Ms. Wise is doing well overall. Anxiety has been an issue at its peak. Daughter requested treatment. Xanax 0.25 mg one-half tablet p.o. q.d. and an additional p.r.n. was given. It was felt to make her too sleepy, so it was cut down to just once daily and now the request is for it to be q.d. p.r.n. The patient is seen in her room. She is in her same living room chair sleeping and has not had the Xanax today. The patient is now dependent on assist for five of six ADLs. She attempts to feed herself, it is slow and has to have things soft and cut up for her. Daughter generally shows up around mealtime to cue and assist.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anxiety. Xanax 0.25 mg one-half tablet to be q.d. p.r.n.

2. Transition to hospice. She is now followed by Legacy Hospice and they will contact me with any concerns.
