History: Mr. Walker was seen today. He has been noncompliant and he takes attention deficit medicine twice a day. I do not suspect any abuse, but he has:

1. Diabetes.

2. Obesity.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

He is noncompliant in taking medicines. His sugars were high, so I had increased his diabetes medicine to 500 mg twice a day. I had given him the lab work, but the patient did not get it done. I told the patient of compliance and that it is difficult for me to just keep prescribing the medicine if he does not get the things that I have told him to do, so he ran to the lab and got it done today including CBC, CMP, and A1c and he came to the office to have an office visit in-person to get his medicines. Texas PMP checked and his ADD medicines refilled. I told him I wanted to do a urine drug screen as last one was done in July and the patient stated that he probably has had some cannabinoids and he will test positive, so he wants to wait another month before I do the drug screen. I told him we will have to do office visit with him and a urine drug screen a day before and then, refill his medicine next month. He understands plan of treatment.
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
