HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in for two reasons. First of all, she has a scab on her right ankle the medial side. Mother wanted us take a look at it. At a brief glance, it seems to be healing well. The skin is peeled back. There is no sign of infection. We would not really address that today. I have advised all we use is a Band-Aid and some antibiotic ointment. We will apply Bactroban to that today and give her some samples of what we have for a sustained dressing change. It is very small in diameter, approximately less than a dime size and, once again, no surrounding erythema, healing well.
The other reason this patient is here is she had fever for several days. It has been up to 102. No other symptoms. No cough. She has been having some activity intolerance when she has the fever, but other than the times of febrile illness, she does play well. She is eating like her usual self. No other complaints. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

We will test her today for the flu and COVID.

Once again, there is no cough. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. She does not complain of any pain. She does play and is active; however, much less when she has times of fever. Apparently, two days ago, it was 102.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress as I examined her today.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse within normal limits. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.6. Oxygenation 99% on room air. Current weight 31 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly pink. Oral mucosa moist. There is no strawberry tongue.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
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LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include the flu test and COVID test, both are negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: No intervention will be given today. She will monitor for continued symptoms, enter into a period of watchful waiting and return to clinic or call if needed.
