PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. She behaves according to her age. She is not excessively distressed by my presence. Mother is consoling her as we go through the exam and she is easily consoled.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area: No erythema visualized.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. This has been thus far a normal exam.

LABS: Today, we were going to do a flu test; however, father declined that we do the flu test and he did not want his daughter to be affected by that as she was very afraid.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough. Histex PD 0.5 mL three times daily p.r.n. cough, 15 mL. The patient will get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Monitor symptoms with mother and mother will return her to clinic if not improving or if there is any worsening effect.
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
