The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Teresa was seen for followup. She has been seen every other month and she described she has been doing very well. She denies any hallucination or any paranoid delusion. She has been taking Prolixin 1 mg at bedtime and Benadryl 25 mg daily. She denies any symptoms of dystonia, tremors, or any akathisia. She claimed that she is working and has been productive. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion were noted. She is eating and sleeping good. The patient has been currently maintained on low dose of Prolixin and she described she is feeling pretty good. I further educate her to continue with the low dose of the medications and Benadryl if she likes she can take otherwise she can take only once or twice a week if she does not develop any side effect to which she agreed. She was cooperative, appropriate, and attentive. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Her speech was clear. Thought process organized. No irritability or agitation. No auditory or visual hallucination. The patient is of average intelligence. She is working full-time.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue Prolixin 1 mg at bedtime and Benadryl 25 mg at bedtime. A 90-day supply was ordered. She will make an appointment every other month.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
